Utah SR Highway 9 - Road Construction - 2010

Scenic Highway 9 through Zion National Park (just above and below the tunnel), will be under construction from
June 7 to October 28. State Road 9 is the main road that passes through the park from I-15 to US Highway 89. To
accommodate visitors, officials have established a very helpful construction schedule.

Please note that Zion Canyon, the most popular area of the park, is NOT under construction
and is accessible without travel delays via Springdale, Utah.

Visitors who wish to gain access to the east or west side of Zion National Park during construction hours may
use various routes. Three routes are highlighted on the map above.
Route 1: Utah State Route 59 from Hurricane, Utah to Arizona State Route 389 (better for large vehicles).

Route 2: Utah State Route 14 from Cedar City, Utah to Long Valley Junction (higher elevation/steep grades).
Route 3: Depending on the destination, State Road 20 between I-15 and Highway 89 may also be beneficial.
